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From Our Pastor

This past Sunday evening, as we began our Advent pilgrimage toward
Christmas, we gathered at our annual “Volunteer Appreciation Party” to
acknowledge and honor those in our parish who make themselves a “gift’ to our
parish by their acts of service through their participation in the various
ministries available here at St. Elizabeth Ann Seton Catholic Church. Often with
-0 little fanfare, they give of themselves as authentic witnesses of loving
- discipleship. All of you who give so generously of your time, talent, and treasure
are a true blessing and I am so grateful to God for your willingness to say “yes’
when asked to serve. May our good Lord abundantly bless you all!

I have a few items to share with you and a simple request. As you may, or may
not be aware, this past September, Bishop Burbidge established two new
: diocesan missions. One of them, Saint Gabriel the Archangel Mission is
located in Manassas Park which is within our own deanery. Father Juan Puigbo, Parochial Vicar at All
Saints Church in Manassas will have a special care for those to be served at St. Gabriel Mission, especially
Spanish-speaking parishioners. At a recent deanery meeting of priests, Fr. Juan asked if any of the parishes
were able to donate any liturgical items since, as a new mission, they were basically starting, “from scratch”.
Some parishes are donating liturgical vestments, others are giving sacred vessels to be used at Mass. As I
prayed and pondered what St. Elizabeth Ann Seton might offer, it came to my attention that we had an extra
tabernacle. Fr.Juan was thrilled at the possibility of securing one of these and felt that the more colorful one,
formally located in our chapel along with its matching sanctuary lamp stand, would be ideal for their new
mission. After consultation with others, including those who served on past building committees, I am so
pleased that we are able to make this donation to our “neighbors to the north”, especially in time for
Christmas. The tabernacle that is now located in our chapel was recently refurbished, and the used
(although new to us) hanging sanctuary lamp was purchased at a significantly reduced cost.

Some of you might have noticed on our parish calendar (see page 9), several room designations; as “Upper
Seton Hall” and “Lower Seton Hall”. We are in the process of renaming our “Parish Hall” (or former
church) to “Seton Hall”. Hopefully this will alleviate some confusion with our “Fellowship Hall” which is
located in the lower level of the church and which will still retain it’s name.

Finally, if anyone has, or knows where we can obtain a used truck (in fairly good condition) for little or no
cost to the parish, we are in a true need of such a vehicle to be used primarily by Kelly Gordan, our parish
Facilities Manager. Please contact me at the parish office if you, or someone you know, are able to assist with
this. Remember, all donations to the church are tax deductible.

The Lord comes, not as a king with mighty armies, but as a shepherd leading the flocks with care and
tenderness. Isaiah prophesies good news: our oppression is over, our sins forgiven. The savior we have
awaited is coming, not the first time, but in the end times, as our salvation.
