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From Our Pastor 
I want to first express my deep gratitude to everyone who helped those in need 
by participating in our Christmas Tag-Tree Gift program.  This year we secured 
gifts for 247 people that make up 53 different families.  Each person will receive 
4 gifts for a total of 988 gifts!  That is quite amazing and something that the 
SEAS family can be very proud of!  In particular I want to thank our new “Tag 
Tree Coordinator”, Megan Fiandt and her husband, Mike, and sons, Jackson & 
Ethan, who did such a wonderful job spearheading our efforts this year; and to 
all the teens, adults and staff who helped gather and distribute the gifts.  Many 
thanks for spreading the joy of Christmas to those who might not have 
experienced it without your tremendous compassion and generosity! 

 

  Second, it is with a bit of sadness that I share the news that Jon Laird, our 
Director of Sacred Music has accepted a position at another church. While he will still be working in the 
DC metro area, he will be leaving us on January 7th.  His last Mass will be at 12:30pm that day after which he 
will perform a brief mini-recital on our new organ. Immediately following the recital, there will be a small 
reception in the Fellowship Hall below the church. I invite anyone who is able to attend, to stop by and 
express your gratitude and the promise of your prayers to Jon as he begins this new chapter in his life. 
 

Finally, I want to give everyone a heads-up that as of next week, the Fourth Sunday of Advent, our chapel 
will be closed during all Sunday Masses including the Saturday Vigil.  During this time, access will be 
restricted to Eucharistic Ministers who have visited the sick and are returning extra Hosts to the chapel 
tabernacle.  Anyone may enter the chapel prior to, or directly after Mass to light a vigil candle or for short 
private prayer, but must leave the chapel once Mass begins.  I have been concerned about the growing 
number of those who sit apart from those gathered for Mass that are seated in the main church; which as 
we all know has plenty of seating space.  This coupled with the fact that those siting in the chapel for 
Sunday Mass do so with their backs to our Lord, who is truly present in the chapel tabernacle.   The chairs 
in the chapel, particularly the kneelers, are also taking a “real beating” by constantly being turned around.  
I do realize that there are a very small number of those with special needs who will require special separate 
seating.  This seating is now clearly marked and located on the bench in the main vestibule across from the 
sacristies.  Parents who have children who, for whatever reason, need special care and attention are 
encouraged to use the “cry-room” or by simply standing in the main vestibule area.  It is very important 
that, for safety and security reasons, ALL OTHERS are to be seated in the main church for Mass regardless 
of when they arrive.  The sign that stated, “MASS HAS STARTED, PLEASE ENTER THE NAVE THROUGH THE SIDE 
DOORS” will no longer be present. Therefore, anyone may feel free to use the main entrance doors at any 
time.  Our ushers have been directed by me to remind everyone of this new policy when necessary and to 
assist those present for Mass to find a suitable place to be seated in the main church.  I thank everyone, in 
advance, for your attentiveness and cooperation.
