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From Our Pastor

Here we have arrived at the end of our Advent pilgrimage on this Fourth week
of Advent, which uniquely lasts but a day this year. The Vigil for the Solemnity
of the Nativity of our Lord (Christmas) falls on the same day as the Fourth
Sunday of Advent. The Church celebrates the Lord’s birth in proximity to the
winter solstice. After this date the days start to become a little longer, and thus it
- is at the beginning of the Season of Christmas, or the beginning of the Season of
“Light entering the world” (cf. John 1:5). The summer solstice —after which the

"4 days begin to get a little shorter —falls near June 24%, on which the Church
celebrates the birth of John the Baptist; who aptly declared of Christ, “He must increase, but I must
decrease” (John 3:30). For us living in the northern hemisphere, this gradual increase in daylight reflects the
desired spiritual increase of the “Light of Christ” growing in our lives and thus is symbolically revealed in
nature. Itis my hope and prayer that as we continue our pilgrimage of faith, we will indeed reflect more of
Christ’s light in our world in which so many seem to long to move out of the shadows and darkness of sin,
and seek to bask in the glow and warmth of Christ’s light of truth. To assist us in our efforts, as promised, I
am so pleased to announce the dates for our upcoming Teaching Masses. Each of these teaching sessions are
“stand-alone”, i.e. the same material will be covered at each session and are not a part of a series. The first
will be on Tuesday, January 16th (7:30-9:00pm); the second on Wednesday, January 24th, (3:30-5:00pm); the
third on Saturday, January 27th (10-11:30am); and the fourth, Sunday, January 28th (4:00-5:30pm). I hope
you and your family can attend one of these sessions. We will attempt to explain why we do what we do at
Mass in a step-by-step manner as if we were present at Mass, but without the words of consecration.

I am also please to announce that we are in the process of forming two new distinct groups here at SEAS, one
for Young Adults (ages 21-40) and the other a support group for those who are Separated, Widowed and
Divorced. If you are interested in becoming a part of either of these, please contact our new Liaison to Parish
Groups, Violet LaVille at violet.laville@seas.org or (703) 494-4008 ext. 133. Stay tuned for more information
in the months ahead.

Also I wanted to remind everyone of our new (6) Bulletin/Newspaper Racks at each entrance/exit of the
church. We encourage everyone to take home and read our weekly Parish Bulletin, and also an Arlington
Catholic Herald Newspaper, and for those ages 3-8 to please feel free to take our new weekly Children’s
Bulletin located on the lowest rack. On behalf of Fr. Perez, Deacon Rob and our entire parish staff, I want to
wish everyone a blessed and very Merry Christmas and a grace-filled New Year.
