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From Our Pastor 
 

Once again St. Elizabeth Ann Seton Parish shines as a beacon of generosity and 
hope to those among us who are in need.  I am speaking about our “Food for the 
Needy” drive spearheaded by our Knights of Columbus Council that has 
netted $11,272.  I want to thank all the Knights and everyone who gave of their 
time and resources that allowed 122 families at Thanksgiving and 125 families at 
Christmas to enjoy a delicious meal, all thanks to the charity and response of 
parishioners at SEAS.  Each family was made up of 4-8 members so nearly 1,500 
people that were served!  Please see some photos below that highlight your     
generosity and “labor of love”. 

 

As we cross the threshold of 2017-2018, I want to make everyone aware of some new Vocation Initiatives 
that we will be starting here in our parish.  Jesus Himself directs us to, “Ask the master of the harvest to send out 
laborers for his harvest” (Matthew 9:38).  In response to our Lord’s request for us all to pray for vocations, 
beginning Wednesday, January 3rd, 2018 we will be having a monthly Eucharistic Holy Hour for Vocations 
from 7:30pm-8:30pm in the Chapel, and occurring the first Wednesday of each month.  I hope you can join 
us as we gather as a parish to pray for our seminarians, brothers and sisters in formation, and for those 
discerning marriage or consecrated life.  We will also ask our Lord to send us more priests and religious and 
to strengthen others to embrace holy matrimony.  (See page 7 for more details). 
 

I also want to highlight the Hoops Challenge Basketball Game where our High School Quo Vadis 
discernment group takes on our seminarians from the diocese.  It will be held on January 7th, 2018 from 
3:00pm - 6:00pm at St. John Paul the Great High School and one of the referees will be none other than our 
own Bishop Burbidge!  This is a great family event and everyone is welcome to attend free of charge. (See

In the months ahead, we will be bringing the Vocations Crucifix Program here as a wonderful means of 
fostering prayer and devotion among our parish families, the seed beds of vocations. The Crucifix will be 
given to a host family each week at one of our Sunday Masses and that family will display the Crucifix in 
their home for one week sharing in the responsibility to pray for 
and encourage vocations to the priesthood, diaconate and 
consecrated life.  Stay tuned for more details.
