[bookmark: POLICIES_AND_PROCEDURES]Columbarium Eligibility. The Mother Seton Columbarium provides a sacred final resting place for the inurnment of cremated remains of:
· Current and former parishioners of St. Elizabeth Ann Seton Parish.
· St. Elizabeth Ann Seton Parish staff and former staff.
· Active or retired Catholic Diocese of Arlington ordained priests. 
· St. Thomas Aquinas Regional School alumni, faculty and staff.

The above includes spouses and immediate family members. Immediate family members include children, stepchildren, grandchildren, step grandchildren and their respective spouses, parents, stepparents, brothers and sisters. 

Columbarium Structure. The Columbarium is planned to consist of one free-standing structure with 21 panels of niches containing a total of 1,106 niches. 

Niche. Each niche opening is 12” by 12” square, which can accommodate (2) urns. Each urn shall contain the complete cremated remains of only one person.  More than one niche may be reserved, but no guarantee is made for the proximity of these niches to one another unless reserved at the same time and based on availability.

Pre-Construction Estimated Pricing of the Niche (no other costs included): The price of a niche on any of the 21 panels is based on the Tier (Row) Level as shown in the table below:
