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LENTEN FASTING AND ABSTINENCE GUIDELINES
· Abstain from meat on Ash Wednesday and all Fridays during Lent for those 14 years and older.
· Fast at least on Ash Wednesday and Good Friday, everyone between the ages 18 and 59.
· Note: Exempt from these regulations are pregnant and nursing mothers, and anyone who ought not follow
them due to sickness or disability. 

WHAT IS FASTING?
One FULL meal, as well as two smaller meals (together not equal to a full meal), may be eaten according to one’s
needs and sufficient to maintain one’s strength. Eating between meals is not permitted, but liquids are allowed.
Medications, taken according to need do not break the fast.
